4.4. 
Grading scheme and grade distribution
The Dutch grading system, used from elementary through to university education is the 1 to 10 scale given in the following table, in which 10 is the highest grade, 6 the minimum pass, and 1 the lowest grade. However, 10 is rarely awarded.
The ECTS grade is based on the relative performance of the student compared to other students who have passed the examination. In ECTS the grade A stands for the best 10% of successful students. At the University of Groningen the ECTS grading scheme has not been officially implemented, however it is used in a small number of programmes.
