MASTER OF HEALTH SCIENCE IN NURSING/MIDWIFERY

This part-time M.Sc. in Nursing/Midwifery modular programme consists of a total of eighty (80) ECTS credits at Level 5/6 (Masters degree) conducted over two years.  This programme is centred on the nursing and midwifery profession viewing the nurse/midwife as a researcher, an educator and a change agent to enhance professional practice.  

The theoretical and philosophical perspectives module will help students to explore and critically analyse the body of knowledge underpinning nursing/midwifery education and health care.  The contemporary issues in nursing/midwifery module will update students with current nursing/midwifery issues in order to enhance the professional development of nursing/midwifery education and health care.  The elective modules will consolidate students’ knowledge on culture, holistic care and curriculum development in the pursuit of expert nursing/midwifery practice and education. Additionally, students may take the opportunity to undertake a study unit in another University with a bilateral agreement with the University of Malta to help them develop personally and professionally.  Finally, the research module and a supervised research study will increase students’ research awareness and research skills in order to increase the body of nursing/midwifery knowledge and implement evidence-based care.
